The Oxfordshire Ladies Morning + Midweek Leagues

Basic rule sheet for 2010
· Each team consists of 4 players divided into 2 pairs according to merit.

· Each pair plays 2 sets against each opposing pair with the tie-break operating at 6 games all for Ladies Morning and 5 games all for Midweek Leagues.

· The start time of matches will be 10.00am for ladies morning, and 18.45 for midweek leagues. – the start time may be changed by mutual consent when confirming the match.  (Home team to confirm during the week prior to when the match is scheduled)

· 8 New tennis balls must be provided by the HOME team.

· The match dates are provided.  Any unsuitable matches must be changed by phone before 20th May 2011.  After this time any matches may only be changed due to bad weather or in exceptional circumstances by mutual consent between captains. You do not need to inform the competition secretary of any re-arranged dates.

· Scoring – The result of the match should be sent by the winning team by e.mail to the competition secretary. The HOME team should send the result if the match is a draw.  The e.mail address for sending results is thamesvalleywtl@aol.com
· 1 point will be awarded for each set you win.  It is very important that you keep a record of results for all your matches (including all team players)
· If you are unable to complete a match for any reason, then by mutual consent the match can be replayed, or the result can stand at the time of when the match is called off with any remaining sets considered null and void.

· If a team is unable to raise a full side on the day of the match, then they must concede the match.  The team claiming the walkover shall be awarded 8 points.

· In both the Ladies Morning and Midweek Competitions it is not permissible to field just 1 pair.
· Ladies Morning – clubs with more than 1 team.

· It is permissible for players who represent your B team to play up twice for your A team, however, your A team players may not play down for your B team.

· It is customary to provide light refreshment at the conclusion of the match.
